The first list begins with the Core Classes.
(They meet more than one day or are possibly a two-hour class, and camper is required to be
there all the days or hours offered to complete the class)

The list following the Core Classes are Elective Classes.
They are one day classes and do not require other classes to be taken with them.
You may also sign up for more than one day if you choose, but again no guarantee there will
be room for the camper to take two of them.

The age group allowed to take a class is listed in parenthesis to the right of the class name.
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Archery - (5"-8") 2-day class
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Oh Yeah! Shoot the arrows at the target and get the feel of a bow in your

hands. This activity is carefully supervised by Grand Valley Sporting Goods.
Day 1 will be learning how to shoot. Day 2 will be competition!
